To be or Not to be?

Ser and Estar

La manzana es verde--------La manzana está verde.

(The apple is green-------------The apple isn’t ripe yet.)

When do we use “ser”?

· Use when describing the essential condition of something (not changing)
	
	¿Cómo es? (What is she like?)

Ella es callada. (She is quiet) 


· When combining two noun phrases together, think of “ser” as an equal sign.

Miguel es profesor. (Miguel is a professor).


· When telling the location of an event (in this case, translate “ser” to “is happening”)

El Superbowl es en Florida. (The Superbowl is happening in Florida).

La fiesta es a las nueve. (The party is at 9:00.)

· Time

¿Qué hora es? (What time is it?)

Es la una.
