COURSE DESCRIPTION

Spanish I is an introduction to Spanish culture, vocabulary, grammar and pronunciation through multidisciplinary readings and conversations. 
Students will communicate in Spanish, gain knowledge and understanding of other cultures, develop insights into the nature of language and culture in order to better participate in their own community, surrounding communities and beyond.
COURSE RATIONALE
As society becomes more global, students will need to demonstrate levels of proficiency that enable them to understand, speak, write, read and respond in languages other than English.  Students also need to understand cultural perspectives that generate patterns of behavior and shape world views.  As students connect language study with other disciplines, they develop the ability to access information available through the target language.  Students develop insights about their own language and culture based on comparisons with another language and culture.  
OBJECTIVES/ Essential Standards for Spanish I, Semester 1 and 2
The student will demonstrate an understanding of
· greetings and introductions
· infinitives and negative statements

· adjectives

· subject pronouns and –ar verb conjugation

· plural nouns and articles, and “estar”

· words for various foods

· plural nouns and articles
· the verb “estar” to indicate location

· the conjugation of “ar” and “ir” verbs
· “me gustan” and “me cantar”
· plural adjectives
· the conjugation of “ser,” “ir,” and “jugar”
· the use of question words
· simple future tense

The above numbers are obviously percentages figured on a points system where points are accumulated by assigned daily work, essays, and class participation and then divided by total possible points, i.e. 270 accumulated points divided by 300 possible points equals 90%.  

Students must take every opportunity presented to earn points, doing the best work possible on each assignment.

TO GARNER MAXIMUM POINTS

1. Do all assignments, turning in on time even if unsure of quality (low points are better than no points).  Even if you miss a class, your assignments should not.  If you are going to be absent, find a way to get your assignments turned in when due.  Fifty percent per day will be deducted for late assignments.  

2. Students with an excused absence must turn in work the day following their return to school.  For example, if a student is absent Tuesday and returns to school Wednesday, make-up work is due Thursday.

3. However, if a student misses Period 1 class, arriving at school later in the day, the work is due that same day.  If students leave school prior to their Period 8 class, their work must be turned in that same day.
4. If students know they will be absent, they are to request assignments before the absence and turn in completed assignments the day of return.
5. Store all work in a safe place.

6. Think originally and independently.  Do your own work in order to learn.
ASSIGNMENTS AND EVALUATION

Students will be quizzed weekly and tested every few weeks.  Tests will have greater weight and are meant to measure your progress and learning.  

Students demonstrating proficiency on quizzes and tests with a grade of 85% or more will not be “graded” on homework assignments.  
All assignment will be posted at putnamcountyr1.net under the High School tab and Ms. Fowler’s name.  If you are absent, check here for make-up work.
